2.01.1 Step 1

Installation of MSDE (Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Desktop Engine). This step is not required if MSDE is
already installed or if Microsoft SQLServer is installed. Select Step-1 to open the MSDE installation menu.
If the database is to be stored on a networked computer then this machine will require either MSDE or
Microsoft SQLServer. If this is the case the machine running I-Site will not require MSDE to be installed.

Following installation of MSDE please restart the computer, and then proceed to Step 2.

2.01.2 Step 2

Update the registry to allow mixed mode logins, this enables the internal user logins of I-Site to run.

2.01.3 Step 3

Installation of I-Site version 2. Please accept all defaults during installation.

2.01.4 Step 4

Install Database Manager, if Microsoft SQL server is installed this step may be omitted, as the user can
use Enterprise Manager to attach the database.. Please accept all defaults during installation. This
program is used to attach / detach the database and also to manage user access.

2.01.5 Step 5

If a newer version of the software is available this option will overwrite the installed program with the newer
version.
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2.02 Database CD
Insert the Database CD into the CD Rom drive.
4. The CD menu should come up automatically. If so skip to step 6. If the install does not start, then from

the Windows Start menu, select Start | Run.

5. Type D:\CD_Start.exe in the Open field or use the Browse button to access the CD-ROM drive and
select the CD_start executable in the folder.

6. This activates the CD Menu.

Select the “Copy Site Files” button. This will copy the database for the supllied site onto the computer
along with the various configuration files and drawings for data presentation.

Following installation of all the software, the user must attach the database to the computer acting as the
SQL Server (Appendix A).
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Section 3 : Starting I-Site

3.01 Login
Once I-Site is started, a ‘Login to I-site’ dialog box will appear. The function of this is to control access to
each database.

The access to the database is controlled by a ‘Username’ and ‘Password’. This allows for varying degrees
of access to multiple users ( where a multiple user licence has been purchased)

3.01.1 Username

At present most users log in as ‘Admin’. This is the only login name that will allow adjustments to the site
configuration, and where multiple users access the database only one should use this access.

3.01.2 Password

A password can be put in if required by simply typing a password and pressing the enter key. A password
is only required where the user wishes to restrict the access to the software.

Press OK to begin I-Site, using the last database opened. If a different database is required then press
the ‘Details’ button.

3.02 Details Option
By selecting ‘Details’ a lower part of the dialog box opens. This allows the user to change which database
they wish to open. If changes to any of these items are required then it is advisable to press the pause
button as soon as this window opens, as once the countdown reaches zero I-Site will use the current
settings and try to start.

3.02.1 Server

This is the name of the computer that holds the I-Site database, this may be the same computer as is
running I-Site or a separate machine. If the database is on the same macjine as I-Site then select “(local)”.
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3.02.2 Catalog

Is simply the name of the database. If changing any these details, then press the ‘Refresh’ button after
each item changed in order for the changes to take affect.
When all the details are correct, click the ‘OK’ button and I-Site will open the database on the machine
selected.
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Section 4 : Home Page

Once I-Site begins the user is presented with the Main Screen. The purpose of this screen is to provide
access to the various screens, graphs and administration tools.
For most operations the top toolbar and the blue links provide all the required functions, however for the
more advanced and administrative options there are numerous drop down menus.
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Section 5 : Menus

The menus allow the user to access many of the administrative features of I-Site. The following briefly
describes each menu, more detail will be covered in the relevant section later in the manual.

5.01 File.

Can be used from the Home screen to open new databases.

5.02 View

Can be used to select Map view, trend charts or profiles.
Also to select Unprocessed data, allowing the user to examine the data in other formats (see Data Types).
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5.03 Charts

Used in the relevant chart view, either Trend Charts or Profiles to modify the chart.

Can also be achieved by right clicking within the chart window.

5.04 Tools

The computers clock can be set by synchronising with the internet (requires internet connection to be set
up).
Allows for Theodolite data to be exported.
